Contestant Rules

1. Contestants will conduct themselves with the professionalism and sportsmanship which exemplifies the integrity of today’s American woman.
2. All contestants must arrive at their official time, as stated by the Miss Alaska Organization office.  Upon contract signing, contestants must observe all Pageant rules until her departure.
3. All contestants must stay within the designated areas approved by the Miss Alaska Organization.
4. Contestants must be accompanied by a member of the Miss Alaska Organization at all times.
5. Contestants will not participate in any interview, photo, or any type of publicity unless approved by the Miss Alaska Organization.  A member of the Miss Alaska Organization must be present.
6. During official pageant events, a contestant will not smoke in public and will not imbibe alcoholic beverages.
7. A contestant will not be in the company of or speak to a Judge except at scheduled pageant events.
8. No one is permitted backstage, in the corridors leading to the dressing room or the dressing rooms except contestants, production personnel and members of the Miss Alaska Organization.
9. Flowers and gifts for contestants may be given to the production personnel and members of the Miss Alaska Organization.  They will deliver the items to the recipient.
10. All contestants will be give a list of names and addresses of sponsors and will be required to make out thank you cards to each sponsor in a pre stamped addressed envelope and give to ED before the competition.
11. Parents wishing to speak with a contestant may contact a member of the Miss Alaska Organization to arrange a meeting.  Meetings must be kept brief as full participation from all contestants is required.
12. Casual attire is acceptable for rehearsals.  Comfortable shoes or sneakers are essential.  It is not advisable to bring new shoes.  You will be on your feet most of the day.
13. Cell phone and electronic equipment are not allowed on site during pageant week or during the competition.
14. Snack foods and beverages are encouraged.  The Miss Alaska Organization will provide one meal on the day of the pageant.  For safety reason, food and beverages are never permitted on the stage.  Also, NO gum.  Bring mints, but no gum please.
15. Contestants are not to leave the stage area for any reason during rehearsals unless excused by the ED or production manager of the Miss Alaska Organization.
16. Contestants must arrive prepared.  Contestants should have all competition clothes, hair curlers, talent CD/tapes, snacks, water, beverages, nylons, shoes, etc. with them when they arrive at rehearsal.  Once rehearsal begins, all contestants will remain in the theater until after evening performance.  All contestants must be present for dress rehearsal.  This is not an option.
17. If a contestant’s conduct is deemed unsatisfactory by a member of the Miss Alaska Organization, the following procedure is followed:
· A warning will be issued
· If the condition causing the warning is corrected, no further action will be taken
· If not corrected, the Executive Director and a member of the Miss Alaska Board will review the particulars regarding the infraction and further action would be the result of their decision.
