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 STATE CONTESTANT CONTRACT FREE AGREEMENT



YOU MUST BE CONTRACT FREE

	As a State Contestant, it is most important that any contract you enter into with a commercial concern (which is not competitive with the National Sponsors, of course) must carry a clause to the effect that they cannot use the name, photograph, title or any reference to Miss Alaska in any advertising through Saturday night of the State Finals.
	Furthermore, this clause must also stipulate that should you become Miss Alaska, they can no longer use your name, title or photograph in any advertising whatsoever.
	Any reputable business organization will understand your having these stipulations included in any contract or agreement made with them, for it is consistent with the contestant's contract in which declares that you are contract free. 
	Additionally, State and National policy prohibits a finalist in the Miss Alaska and/or Miss America Competition from receiving any State or National publicity prior to your competition in the Miss Alaska Scholarship Pageant or the Miss America Pageant unless previously approved by MASF and/or MAO. 
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
