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Greetings Miss Alaska/Local Contestants:

Welcome to the Miss America Organization and congratulations on your decision to compete.  Our goal is to make this a memorable, fabulous experience.   Some of the areas we will concentrate on are; interview & speaking skills, modeling, makeup, wardrobe, health, community service and talent.   You will also participate in local fashion shows.

The files you’ll be downloading include important information and application forms for the Miss Division of this year’s program.  The Miss Division is required from Miss America to fundraise $100 at the Local level and $250 at the State level, for Children’s Miracle Network in lieu of an entry fee.  See CMN information attached for information how to register online. The deadline for all paperwork, photographs and your ad page for the program book will be announced by each local and  the State competition.  Each contestant is required to sell at least one ad page.  Ad page incentive program is attached. Submitted paperwork must also include two pieces of identification for proof of Alaska residency such as a driver’s license, voter’s card, AK Permanent Fund stub, birth certificate, etc.  

Please be sure to read the Instructions for Typing Resume and Instructions for Typing Platform Essay. Do not alter from these instructions.  Keep your resume & platform to one page and try to answer the contestant questionnaire with no more than one or two sentences.    Your Resume, Platform Essay, Contestant Questionnaire, & Photo are included in the Judge’s packet.  

Photos should be color 5x7 headshots.  A copyright release is required from the photographer.  Please refer to the photograph requirements flyer enclosed.  Photos should be current photos no older than 12 months.  

Pageant schedules will be released closer to competition dates.  Plan to commit to pageant week 100% of your time.   Rehearsals are mandatory.   You can count on at least four days of rehearsals (one dress rehearsal) including pageant day.  Attire for rehearsals is casual and comfortable.  You should bring the shoes you will be wearing for each phase of competition.  

Clothing items needed:

Personal Interview – 	This should be something fashionable and  professional in nature, appropriate for a job interview or public speaking engagement.  In the past this has always been a business suit, however MAO is looking for a slightly more trendy look.   Just remember not to wear anything too busy as it  is distracting to the judges.

Swimsuit - 	If your swimsuit does not meet specifications, you may be asked to replace it before the competition begins.  Sometimes it is difficult to find swimsuits here in Alaska.  Two good sites on the net are www.sophiesswimwear.com and www.jamyeshaw.com. 

Talent Outfit - 	This should be something that enhances your talent presentation and as described in the Contestant’s Guide.

Evening Wear - 	As described in the Contestant’s Guide
